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Once the pipe has hardened and cooled, the 

water pressure is released and the ends are 

trimmed.

Service connections are reinstated 

internally with a remote control cutting 

device or by man entry techniques. The 

CIPP operations is then completed, and the 

newly installed pipe is ready for immediate 

use. All this is complished without 

excavation.STAGE 4

After the tube reaches the termination point, 

the water in the line is circulated through a 

heat exchanger where it is heated and 

returned to the tube.

The hot water cures the thermosetting 

resin, causing it to harden into a 

structurally sound, joint less “pipe-within-a-

pipe”.

STAGE 3STAGE 2

Water from nearby hydrants, or other 

convenient source, is used to fill the 

inversion standpipe. The force of the 

column of water turns the wet-out tube 

inside-out and into the pipe being 

reconstructed. As the tube travels through 

the pipe, water is continually added to 

maintain a constant pressure. The water 

pressure keeps the tube pressed tightly 

against the walls of the old pipe.

The resin saturated material is installed in 

the existing pipe through a manhole or 

other access point via an inversion 

standpipe and inversion elbow. 

The tube is cuffed back and banded to the 

inversion elbow, creating a closed system 

that allows the water inversion process to 

take place.
